What is causing

    the churches of today to become weak and falling away?  What needs to occur in both the pulpit & the

    congregation to strengthen the church body?

2. At the top of page 49, there is a statement  “the Lord measures our gifts, not according to what we 

    give, but according to what we retain.”  How does this speak to what God has given to you, and what 

    you give back to Him? What areas in your life are you holding back from fully surrendering to God?

    Would you give up all in absolute surrender? How can one do this? (Re-read John 15- the branch & the vine)

Lesson 11 (chapter 5, pages 51-55)
1. Matthew 16:24-25 is solid truth concerning what it requires “if” one chooses to be a disciple of Jesus Christ.

    Let’s discuss what it means to:

a) deny self

b) take up your cross

c) follow Jesus

2. Because it requires a disciple to lose his life (soul) to gain it, what is it that we lose and what is it that we   

    gain?  Why is present/active belief so important in the walk of a disciple of Christ?

Lesson 12  (Chapter 5, pages 55-59)
