2.  Where do we stand? How often is it heard that living the Christian life is hard to achieve, so why try?

      Why is the church of today so weak in its walk of faith?  Could there be something lacking?

Lesson 4 (Chapter 1- pages 15-20)

1.  The writer at the bottom of page 16 asks, “did ye receive the Holy Spirit when ye believed?” Let’s 

     discuss when the Holy Spirit is given and what needs to happen for the Holy Spirit to move in.

2.  God, Himself, imparts the Holy Spirit to us. He desires for us to experience the abundant life in

     Jesus. What could cause God to delay in giving us the full abiding of the Spirit? (Hint- what does 

     absolute surrender mean to you?)
