2.  a) What do you think it means to be subject to one another?
     b) What is to be a motivating factor in fulfilling our God-given roles in our daily 

         lives?
Read Ephesians 5:22-24, Colossians 3:18, and 1Corinthians 14:34-35
3.  a) In being subject to one another, what is the wife’s responsibility toward the husband 

         in Ephesians 5:22-24?
     b) While Paul’s statement in 1Corinthians 14:34-35 may seem harsh toward women, 

         there is a good reason for his caution.  Read Genesis 3:1-16, 1Timothy 2:11-14, 
         Ephesians 5:26, and 1Peter 3:1-6.  What benefits (for the man and woman) could 
         God have had in mind when the inspired writers recommended that wife be 
         subject to husband?

     c) Is the wife’s obedience to her call, to submit and support, dependent on the husband

         being loving?

Read Ephesians 5:25-30, Colossians 3:19, and 1Peter 3:7
4.  a) In being subject to one another, what is the husband’s responsibility toward the wife

         in Ephesians 5:25-30?

     b) What work does Christ do for His Bride?  How can husbands do what Christ did for 
         His Bride?  Looking at verse 27, what could be a goal for husbands with regard to 

         their wives?
     c) Is the husband’s obedience to his call, to love and lead, dependent on the wife being 

         submissive?
     d) According to 1Peter 3:7, what problem awaits the man who is not honoring and 

         understanding of his wife?
