1.  a) What must be said of you before you can effectively put on the full armor of God?

     b) Read 2Corinthians 12:7-10.  How does one become strong in the Lord?  Can you 

         put on the armor without being strong in the Lord?
     c) What advantage in spiritual warfare does the armor enable, according to verses 11 

         and 13?
     d) According to verse 12, who is our battle not with?  Who is it with?
     e) How do we as physical beings engage in spiritual battle we can’t see?

     f) Was there ever a time where you knew you were engaged in a spiritual battle?  Did 

         you have your armor on so you could stand firm?

Read Ephesians 6:14-17.
2.  a) What phrase repeated in 11 and 13 is also repeated in 14?  What do you think

         Paul’s purpose is for repeating this statement?
     b) Read Ephesians 6:14.  Briefly state what you know about a soldier’s belt.  How can 

         you wear truth as a belt and what benefit will it bring you?  You may use scriptures 

         outside the passage to support your answer.
     c) Briefly state what you know about a soldier’s breastplate.  What benefit is it to have 
         righteousness as a covering to your heart?
     d) Read Ephesians 6:15.  Briefly state what you know about a soldier’s sandals.  How 

         can you walk in peace as if wearing sandals and what benefit might they bring you?    

         You may use scriptures outside the passage to support your answer.

     e) Read Ephesians 6:16.  Briefly state what you know about a soldier’s shield.  How 

         can faith serve as a shield and what benefit will it bring you?  You may use 

         scriptures outside the passage to support your answer.  What are the flaming arrows 

         of the evil one?  Have you ever been shot by one because your faith was weak?

     f) Read Ephesians 6:17.  Briefly state what you know about a soldier’s helmet.  How 
         can you wear salvation as a helmet and what benefit will it bring you?  You may 
         use scriptures outside the passage to support your answer.  How can Satan attack 
         your mind when the helmet is not on?
     g) Briefly state what you know about a soldier’s sword.  How can you use the Word of 

         God as a sword?  What does Hebrews 4:12 say about the sword?

Read Ephesians 6:18-24.
