     b) What happens to the Christian who loves worldly things?
Read Ephesians 1:16-19 and Isaiah 11:2.
2.  a) Compare the Isaiah passage with Paul’s prayer in Ephesians 1.  What things are

         similar in both passages?

     b) What is significant about Paul’s request for the Ephesians in relation to the walk of

         a Christian?
Read Ephesians 1:17, 2Timothy 2:24-26, and 2Timothy 3:7.
3.  a) The knowledge in verse 17 is a true/deeper knowledge.  Is this knowledge active in

         all Christians?
     b) Read 1John 2:27.  Who is this Teacher John refers to?
     c) Read John 16:13 and 1Corinthians 2:10-13.  Whose message and on whose

         authority does He speak?

Read Ephesians 1:18-19a
4.  In verses 18 and 19a, there are 3 things Paul prays the Ephesians will know as a

     result of the eyes of their heart being enlightened.  Explain what it means to have the

     eyes of your heart enlightened and then explain below (a, b, c) in your opinion each of

     Paul’s requests.  You may include any scripture that substantiates your opinion.
     a) …what is the hope of His calling?
     b) …what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints?
     c) …what is the surpassing greatness of His power toward us who believe?
     d) When Paul uses the word “believe” in verse 19, he uses the present tense active

         voice (believing).  Do all “Christians” believe?  Do all Christians experience what

         Paul prayed for the Ephesians?

Read Ephesians 1:19b-23
5.  a) What strength is available to the Christian to obtain Paul’s requests?

     b) Read Ephesians 1:20-22, Romans 8:38, Ephesians 6:12 and 1Peter 3:22.

         Based on these passages, what confidence do you have in your ability to walk in

         victory knowing Christ’s authority given Him from the Father?

     c) Consider the functioning of your own body.  Do we, if we are a part of Christ’s

         body, have any say as to how we operate if we are submitting to Christ as our

         “Head”?
