     b) Romans 12, 1Corinthians 12, 13, and 14 are four of the most concentrated chapters 
         about spiritual gifts.  Read these chapters and list a few new insights into the gifts of 
         the Spirit.
Read Ephesians 4:9-10
2.   a) Man as a three part being has a spirit, soul, and body.  Read Psalm 16:10, Luke 

         23:46, and Matthew 27:57-60.  What were the immediate (and temporary) 

         destinations of Jesus’ spirit, soul, and body following the crucifixion?
     b) What do you think Paul means when he says that Christ descended into the lower 

         parts of the earth?  Where is that and does the Bible have other names for that 

         region of God’s creation (for a little help read Psalm 63:9, Psalm 86:13, Isaiah 

         44:23, Ezekiel 26:20, Ezekiel 32:24)?
Read Ephesians 4:11-13

(We will not be going into all of the specifics of the gifts in verse 11 at this time)

3.  a) Can you find New Testament examples with scripture references for each of the 

         spiritual gifts in verse 11?

     b) According to Ephesians 4:12, what were the purposes of these gifted positions?

     c) What do you think Paul means by…

· …the unity of the faith?
· …the knowledge of the Son of God?

· …a mature man?

· …the measure of the stature which belongs to the fullness of Christ?

     d) Read Ephesians 3:19, Ephesians 4:10, and Ephesians 4:13.  Do you think there is a 

         common thought?  Why or why not?

Read Ephesians 4:14-16

4.  a) As a result of a Christian maturing to the point Paul describes (in Ephesians 4:13), 

         what are we not to do (as described in Ephesians 4:14)?

     b) What is the ideal maturity target for every Christian according to Ephesians 4:15?
     c) According to Ephesians 4:16, who causes the growth of the body?
