         man”?  Why or why not?
     d) How does Paul describe this “new man” in verse 24?

Read Ephesians 4:25-32
3.  a) List at least 7 things that a new man is no longer to do in verses 25-32.

     b) According to verse 25, who is the term “neighbor” referring to?

     c) After reading verse 26, why do you think it is important to not let the sun go down 

         on your anger?  What danger according to verse 27 is there for a Christian who is 

         exhibiting the “old man” behavior?

     d) According to verse 28, what is the purpose of our physical working (job/income)?
     e) Define edification.  What does a timely word of edification do for the one you 

         speak it to?
     f) According to verse 32, how are we to respond to other Christians when wronged?
     g) If we forgive “as God in Christ also has forgiven you”, what does that look like 

         (Psalm 103:12, Micah 7:19)?  Is our forgiveness, like God’s, to be forgetfulness?
