Read Ephesians 5:1-2
1.  a) From verse 1, what does it mean to “be imitators of God, as beloved children”?
     b) From verse 2 (also read John 15:12-14), what does it mean to walk in love?
Read Ephesians 5:3-5
2.  a) What behavior listed in verses 3-5 does Paul warn against among the saints (holy 

         ones)?
     b) What are the consequences for one who engages in this kind of behavior?
Read Ephesians 5:6-14
3.  a) What do you think Paul means by “empty words”?
     b) Why would these empty words cause the wrath of God to come on the “sons of 

         disobedience”?

     c) From verse 6 (also read John 8:39-47, Ephesians 2:2 and 1John 3:10), who are 
         “sons of disobedience”?

     d) Read verses 7-10.  As a child of Light, what should your fruit consist of and be 

         driven by?
     e) Read Matthew 3:17, 1Corinthians 10:5, 2Corinthians 5:9, Hebrews 10:38-39, and 

         Hebrews 11:5-6.  Is it important to please the Lord with our lives?  Why or why 
         not?
     f) Obviously, a Christian is not to participate in the deeds of darkness.  From verse 12, 

         how should Christians be governed in the communication of evil in the world?
     g) This question is of a personal nature and no one will be called on to share their 
         answer.  This is just between you and the Lord.  Paul gives a strong word to 

         Christians who even speak of the evil deeds being done in secret?  Has there ever 

         been a time when you repeated “information” and did not consider it to be an act of 

         disgrace?  (Perhaps confession and a rededication of your mouth to the Lord is an 

         appropriate step at this point.)
     h) According to verse 13, will any deed escape exposure when subjected to the 

         judgment of the “Light of the World”?
