1.  a) When did God determine to use Paul to advance the gospel to the Gentiles?

     b) What were the steps from beginning to the end of his preparation in verses 15-17?

     c) Look at Galatians 1:12, 17.  Who taught Paul in Arabia?

Read Galatians 1:19-24, Acts 9:26-31, Acts 2:44-47.

2.  a) According to Acts 9:31, what was the state of the church immediately following 

         Paul’s first trip to Jerusalem (Galatians 1:18-19)?

     b) What are the conditions of most churches today?

     c) What was going on in the early days of the Church as recorded in Acts 2:44-47?
     d) What are some things that you do, or that we can do to be more like that church?

     e) Paul takes another trip to Jerusalem with Barnabus in Acts 15:1-21.  What was the 

         purpose of that visit?

     f) What was James’ determination as a result of that meeting?

     g) In Galatians 1:22-24, who was glorified as a result of Paul’s ministry?

     h) What are some things you have observed in the Christian walk of others that have 

         glorified the Lord?
Read Galatians 2:1-2, 2Peter 3:14-18, 2Corinthians 12:1.

3.  a) From where did Paul receive his revelation in Galatians 2:1-2?

     b) From Paul’s actions in Galatians 2:1-2, what can we learn regarding the sharing of 

         “new discoveries” in the Word?

     c) Even though he received a revelation from the Lord, was Paul at this time 

         absolutely certain about what he was preaching?

Read Galatians 2:3-10.
4.  a) Did James, Peter, and John agree with Paul and Barnabus?

     b) *Personal* Can you share of a time when you sought the counsel of a “godly” 

         person, and it “contributed nothing to you”?

     c) Does God show partiality to those of reputation?

     d) Who recognized that Paul had been given grace and was entrusted with the gospel 

          to the uncircumcised?

     e) Whose work did James, Peter, and John do?

     f) Whose work did Paul and Barnabus do?

     g) In v9, what were they able to do, as brothers in Christ?

Read Galatians 2:11-14, 1Thessalonians 1:3, 2Thessalonians 1:11.
5.  a) *Challenge* From Galatians 2:4 and 2:14, what was the truth of the gospel Paul 

         referred to?

     b) *Challenge* What is the difference in the “works of Law” and the “work of faith”?

     c) What is God’s call on your life with regard to ministering to other Christians of 

         various “shapes and sizes”?

     d) Read 1Corinthians 5:9-13 and 2Timothy 2:22.  When is it okay to avoid other 

         believers?  Who are we to associate with?
     e) With Paul’s example in verses 11-13, when would it be appropriate to publicly 

         rebuke a Christian brother?
Read Galatians 2:15-21, Romans 8:1-11, Mark 1:9-12, Romans 8:14.
6.  a) *Challenge* What was it that Paul was warning against rebuilding in v18?

     b) Read Galatians 2:19-20 and Romans 8:11.  What enabled Paul to “live to God”?

     c) Read Mark 1:9-12 and Romans 8:14.  What similarities do you see in these two 

         passages?

     d) If we attempt to gain righteousness through keeping the Law, what do we make of 

         Christ’s death and God’s grace?
