Note: Please pray before you begin each question, but especially this first set.  There are a great many things to be understood in these verses.

1.  a) Read Genesis 15:1-6; 16:1-2 and v15; 18:9-10.  In Galatians 4:21-23, who is the 

         son of the bondwoman and what was he born according to?
     b) Using the same verses, who is the son of the free woman and what was he born 

         through?

     c) Describe the covenant, mountain, city, and condition of her children represented by 
         Hagar in Galatians 4:24-25.
     d) Describe the covenant, mountain, city, and condition of her children represented by 

         Sarah in Galatians 4:24-28.

     e) In Galatians 4:29, who was born according to the Spirit?

     f) Read Genesis 21:9-21.  Who persecuted Isaac and what was the outcome of that 

         action?

     g) Were the Galatians children of the bondwoman or the free woman?
     h) Will those in bondage to the law (Hagar) share the inheritance of those of the 

         promise (Sarah)?
Read Galatians 5:1-6.

2.  a) Who set us free from slavery to the law?
     b) In Galatians 5:2-4, what were the enormous negatives that came with now taking 

         the “mark” of circumcision?

     c) In Galatians 4:29 and 5:5-6, if we are in Christ, what do we have in common with 

         Isaac?
     d) What is meaningful, if you are in Christ, according to verse 6?
     e) Do you think that being “in Christ” has more to do with knowing Christ, or being 

         known by Christ?  Why?
     f) Can you describe actions that would be “faith working through love”?
