     b) What is the danger of our having this freedom?

     c) Read 1 Corinthians 8:9-13.  What is our ultimate responsibility with regard to 

         liberty?
     d) By what action may we fulfill the whole Law?
     e) What is the danger of quarrelling in verse 15?
Read Galatians 5:16-18

3.  a) What are some of the benefits of being led by the Spirit?
     b) What are the draw-backs of being led by the flesh?
     c) Will the BELIEVER being led by the flesh be subject to the justice of the Law?

Read Galatians 5:19-21

4.  a) List and define the deeds of the flesh.

     b) To yourself, reflect on which of these may be present in your life.  Can a 

         BELIEVER be walking in the Spirit when they fulfill the desires of the flesh?
     c) What is the difference in committing one of these infractions and practicing one of 

         them?

     d) What is the penalty paid by the BELIEVER who practices these things?

Read Galatians 5:22-26

5.  a) List and define the fruit of the Spirit.

     b) To yourself, reflect on which of these are lacking in your life?  If someone is not 
         producing these fruit, are they walking (continuously) in the Spirit?
     c) What benefit to being led by the Spirit does Paul repeat from verse 18?

     d) What has occurred in the lives of those who belong to Christ?

     e) For clarity, who is it that has crucified whose flesh in verse 24?

     f) In verses 25-26, according to Paul, how should we behave and how should we not 

         behave as BELIEVERS who are alive because of the Spirit?
