     g) List at least 3 things that you find significant about that person in Acts chapter 16 

         before their baptism.
     h) List a few interesting facts about that person following their baptism.

     i) What good fruit was produced as a result of Paul and Silas yielding their rights as 

         Romans and accepting the beating and imprisonment (both in their lives and 

         others)?

     j) How does their response to wrongful treatment encourage you in your own walk as 

         a Christian?

     k) The home church that began there in Philippi was the recipient of the letter to the 

         Philippians.  Read Philippians 4:15.  Who do you suppose met Paul’s needs while 
         he ministered in Corinth (2 Corinthians 11:9)?
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
