         workers, and the false circumcision.  Who is he referring to?
     b) Read Colossians 2:11.  What does Paul mean when he says in Philippians 3:3, “we 

         are the circumcision”?
     c) Read John 4:23-24.  From Philippians 3:3 and the John passage, define worship.  

         What do you think it means to worship in the Spirit of God? 
     d) Read Philippians 3:4-6.  From Paul’s own example, what do you think he meant by 

         confidence in the flesh?  How might we do the same thing today?
Read Philippians 3:7-11.

2.  a) What was Paul’s attitude toward things in his life that had previously held a 

         position of great importance?
     b) Paul, in Philippians 3:6, referred to a righteousness according to the law.  What was 

         that?  What would it mean in that he was previously blameless according to that 

         righteousness?
     c) In Philippians 3:9, how does Paul describe that previous righteousness?  What was 

         the righteousness he now pursued based on?

     d) Read Philippians 3:10.  What did Paul mean when he said he wanted to…

· know “the power of Christ’s resurrection”?

· know “the fellowship of His sufferings”?

· “be conformed to His death”?

     e) Define the word “attain”.  Why were these things in the previous question necessary 

         for Paul to “attain to the resurrection form the dead”? 

     f) CHALLENGE.  What is the difference, if any, in “the resurrection of the dead” 

         and “the resurrection from the dead”?
